The SCT Luminis™ Platform III provides the solid foundation of infrastructure, enterprise applications, and portal features required to support an institution’s unified digital campus. It is the result of four years of development, implementation of Campus Pipeline and Luminis technologies at over 200 institutions, involvement in the JASIG

uPortal community, partnership with industry leaders such as Sun Microsystems, and feedback from the Campus Pipeline Pillar Institutions.

The infrastructure, enterprise applications, and portal features of the Luminis Platform III provide common software services that are leveraged by all systems integrated into the platform, including single sign-on, system administration, security, directory services, communication studios, portals, data and user management, and a common presentation framework.

Because the Luminis Platform III is based on open standards, IT personnel can take advantage of its ability to extend—and add value to—the institution’s existing legacy systems and future technology choices while significantly streamlining user management. Administrative offices concerned with attracting and retaining students can offer the personalized, service-oriented online environment that today’s students expect.

Applications

The Luminis Platform III includes enterprise applications adapted specifically for higher education and integrated at both the data and application level. These integrated enterprise applications streamline communications, simplify e-learning, and create customized forums that enable campus groups to interact and collaborate online. In addition to these enterprise applications, the Luminis Platform III also includes a suite of Luminis-specific applications. Portal Features

The portal features of the Luminis Platform III create an online environment that can be customized by every member of the campus community. The platform’s content and layout formats allow constituents to turn almost any Web-based information or application into an information “channel” accessible through the campus portal.

The publish-and-subscribe channel model allows authorized users to create channels and allows all institutional constituents to subscribe to information channels of their choice. Institutions can personalize portal content to the role, interests, and needs of individual end users, while locking desired content down, and end users can customize information channels and layout options for their campus portal pages.

The Luminis Platform III portal features include features provided only to SCT Luminis customers as well as features provided by the JA-SIG uPortal release 2.1. Specific portal features include:
